After a local Ethiopian 

pastor finishes his Bible College training he returns to his home village leaving behind the library he 

used at the College. This project enables pastors to have a library at their disposal to enhance their 

preaching and teaching of the Word of God.  Every month 3 day conferences are held where pastors 

receive teaching and then are presented with their Pastors Book-Set. Please pray for the on-going   

funding for this wonderful that it will continue to be a great blessing to the church in Ethiopia.  

Bible Friends: 

Part of the funds received this year from the Bible Friends pledge program will go to the Bible          

Society’s Greatest Gift 09 Children’s Project. This project encourages children in Australia to sponsor 

the gift of a Bible so that needy children in India and Pakistan can receive their very own Bible in their 

own language. Our goal is to provide 5,000 Bibles. A Missions trip to India in December will distribute 

some of these Bibles. Please pray that the goal is reached and that many children and their families will 

blessed through reading the Word of God.

PNG: 

“Come  you who are blessed  by My Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation 

of the world. For...I was in prison and you visited Me.” (Matt 25: 35,36)  Many of those in PNG     

prisons have been forgotten by society but not by God or His people. This Bible-based literacy        pro-

gram gives many of the detainees a real hope for rehabilitation as they re-enter PNG society at the end 

of their sentence. Please continue to pray for this very needy work.  

Bible Society Bookshop: 

Over the last few months the staff at the bookshop have been working 12 hour days, 6 days a week   

servicing 1600 churches with resources for the Jesus All About Life campaign. Their tireless work has 

saved the Bible Society thousands of dollars. With the Christmas season coming upon us the work will 

increase once again. Please pray for the bookshop staff and their commitment to the work of the Lord.

Austrian Refugees: 

The Austrian Bible Society has taken on the burden of reaching many of the refugees that come to   

Austria from Third World countries.

Many Churches refuse to support the Austrian Bible       

Society while they continue to reach out to the refugees. As we are one of their major supporters,  

please pray that the funding will continue for this project.

Jim Blaxland, who runs this ministry, would like to thank everyone for their prayer support over the 

year. The Perth to Sydney and Great Southern Ride (Cairns to Melbourne) were particularly large and      

successful rides. Your prayers for safety, cohesion and fundraising have been wonderfully answered. 

This year Bike For Bibles has supported Wontulp College, Scripture Distribution and Chaplaincy pro-

jects within Australia with more than $200,000 being raised to date.
